OREO COOKIE LUNAR PHASE PROJECT
Materials:

Black poster board circles 12 to 14 inches or use a dinner plate
Oreo cookies (need eight cookies per person-extra for oh ohs)
Plastic spoons

Elmer’s glue

White labels
Napkins
1.
After doing a lunar phase worksheet have the kids make a phase wheel.

2.
On the labels, have the students write the different phase names in the order 
from the phase worksheet.

3.
Open up 8 cookies and try to see how they look like the phases.  Put the tops on 
the napkin.  If they don’t look like a moon phase, you’ll need to make them.
4. 
Scoop away the white cream center to look just like the moon phase from the 
worksheet and put on a napkin.
5.
Place the cookies on the black poster board (don’t glue yet) circle in the order of 
the lunar phases from the worksheet.

6.
Arrange them so that the labels can fit near them.

7. 
Glue the cookies where they are placed.

8.
Put the labels under the proper lunar phase.

9.
Let dry.

10.
Eat any accidents, lids and filling scooped out!
